tion with the Walpoles.

At this months Council meeting, the full Borough Council will be debating the Devolution deal
for the Combined Authority for Norfolk and Suffolk and deciding whether or not to accept the
proposals being put forward by the Government.

As | mentioned in previous articles, the deal will bring a major financial benefits to the area
including access to £25m a year for the next 30 years plus £130 million for new housing
across the two counties. The proposal also includes local control over a multi million pound
highways budget and control of budget for adult skills.

The proposal comes with conditions, a major one being the requirement to have an elected
mayor for the combined authority, who will be accountable for how this money is spent. The
Secretary of State for Communities and Local Government, Rt Hon Sajid Javid MP, has con-
firmed this condition is non negotiable in a letter he sent to Brian Long, the Leader of the
Borough Council.

This is a complex subject and even if it is approved by the Borough Council, it will only go
forward if it is approved by all the District and County Councils in Norfolk and Suffolk in-
cluded in the proposal.

After several months of effort and discussions, | am getting very close to delivering a lease
between the Borough Council and the Parish Council for the provision of allotments and open
space on the land to the rear of Townsend Estate. The plan is to have the lease complete and
the land available to the Parish Council by Spring next year. At the same time, the right of
way between Church Road and Walnut Road across the rear of Townsend Estate will be rein-
stated.
