NEWS FROM THE PARISH COUNCIL

At the Ordinary Meeting on 8th
June 2017, Chris Poulton and Luke
Murray of Solar Associates gave a
presentation on their recent plan-
ning applications to install a battery
storage facility. This was followed
by a o6question
with parishioners and some con-
cerns were raised.

Highways issues raised included
some hedges along the roadsides
being often so overgrown that car
wing mirrors were being knocked.
The pot holes along Chalk Road
were again reported.

The Community Contribution
Scheme sub-committee presented
their findings from the questionnaire
and it was agreed that two items
from the list would receive full con-
sideration at each meeting.

The draft lease for the allotments
behind Townsend Estate is still un-
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der negotiation and clarification is
being sought on the exact area to
be leased, as well as some of the
wording, before any agreement can
be reached.

At the Ordinary Meeting on 13th
Julyr2G1W ket Street ravided ann
update on the status of the Parish
Hall. He explained that at a public
meeting held on 12th July, 50 peo-
ple had attended, thus demonstrat-
ing a keen local interest in the future
of the Parish Hall. A vote was taken
and it was agreed that the best
course of action would be to demol-
ish the hall and rebuild it with one
that is better fit for purpose. A sub-
committee has been appointed to
oversee the project. Once the out-
line plan/proposal is complete, an
application will be made to various
agencies, including the Parish
Council, for financial assistance to-
wards the overall cost.

Highways issues reported in-
cluded the slip road between Wis-
bech Road and Police Road which
is in a poor_state of repair. Pot holes
@nd surfac whtér #h Ghdlk Road
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The two items chosen for discussion
at this meeting were benches and
dog waste bins. Sites for these were
discussed and the Parish Clerk will
get costs for these and look into any
permission/planning issues that may
be necessary. CCTV and bus shel-
ters will be discussed at the next
meeting.

Councillor Blunt has liaised with
KLWNBC regarding the concerns
raised at the last meeting over the
allotments and he is currently await-
ing the outcome of these discus-
sions. During the meeting, the Par-
ish Council asked him to negotiate
further regarding the land adjoin the
allotments. In order to help move
the allotment project along, agree-
ments were reached at the meeting
regarding the wording on the draft
lease and this will now be sent to
the Parish Counci
checking before signing.

New signs for the playpark were
approved and will now be ordered.

Refurbishment and maintenance
issues of the old play park were dis-
cussed and agreedd particularly as
these reflect the necessary actions
highlighted within the recent inspec-
tion report. The official opening date
of the new play park is to be ar-
ranged.

There is no need to purchase compostable caddy liners anymore as any small bag, su
carrier bags, bread bags, fruit and vegetable bag and other freezer/sandwich bags car
used to line the bin or to put food waste in.

Food waste should be placed in some sort of bag or wrapping before it is placed into
waste bin, as this prevents food from sticking to the bin and keeps the bins fresher. Un
revised contract, food not placed in some form of wrapping in the bin may result in the
waste bin not being collected.
